2003 STANDARDS OF CARE FOR THE APPROPRIATENESS OF MODAILITY OF ESRD PATIENTS IN THE OUTPATIENT SETTING


Standard I: Informed Patients

All patients are informed regarding all renal replacement therapies (RRT). 

Measurement Criteria:

A. The patient dialysis medical record indicates that the patient and or family has been informed of the forms and settings of RRT to include:

1. transplantation

2. hemodialysis

3. peritoneal dialysis

4. home care

5. in-center care

6. self-care

7. other: emerging new therapies

8. no RRT with comfort care

Standard II: Modality Selection

The interdisciplinary care team participates in a face-to–face meeting to discuss appropriate RRT and settings. 

Measurement Criteria:

A. The record documents interdisciplinary team input into the selection of an appropriate modality of RRT for each patient new to the facility within 30 days of admission.

Standard III: Referral for transplantation

Candidates for transplantation are referred to a transplant team for evaluation.

Measurement criteria:

A. The record reflects timely referral for transplant evaluation.

B. Patients that are unsuitable for referral may include:

1. patient refusal

2. + HIV status

3. Pediatric patients with small size or malnutrition

4. Cancer

5. Active TB

6. Against justifiable medical judgment
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
