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The American Kidney Fund's Disaster Relief Program is providing emergency grants to help dialysis patients who have been affected by Hurricane Gustav.
The Disaster Relief Program provides block grants to dialysis centers, where social workers assess individual situations and allocate funds to those in greatest need. Block grants range between $200 and $2,500 and may be used for dialysis patient necessities, such as:
· Transportation to treatment 
· Replacement of lost medications
· Food and shelter assistance       

· Replacement of household necessities
Social workers in affected areas should fax on company letterhead a list of the patient names that are in need and what household items they are in need of assistance with (food, clothing, replacement medication, etc) to the attention of Jeremy Abbundi at (301) 881-0898.
All grant assistance is provided through the dialysis centers and are processed on a first come first served basis, depending on the availability of funds.
