Immunizations in the Dialysis
Setting

Mandated as part of the Regulatory Process

Requires clinics to have an action plan and surveillance
Drocess

Decreases risk of outbreak to staff and patients




V637 Develop recommendations and
action plans to promote immunization

Minimize the number of patients and staff who are exposed to or
acquire infectious disease at the facility

Interpretive guidance:

Surveillance information to include vaccination status
specific to hepatitis B, pneumococcal pneumonia, and influenza

Responsible staff must review results of testing, to aid in
tracking, trending and prompt identification of issues or
outbreaks.
